Consider recommending approval of FY 2011 — 2014 Transitional TIP

In May CAMPO staff sent notification to all jurisdictions and agencies in the region re-
questing that they submit projects for inclusion in the FYs 2011 — 2014 Transitional Trans-
portation Improvement Program (TIP). Staff reviewed the projects for conformity with the
recently-adopted CAMPO 2035 Plan and for fiscal constraint. Once those reviews were
complete, staff compiled the projects to create the FYs 2011 — 2014 Transitional TIP. The
FYs 2011 — 2014 Transitional TIP can be found in Attachment A.

Public Outreach
The draft TIP was the subject of five community meetings:

The public comment period opened June 7". Comments on the FYs 2011 — 2014 Transi-
tional TIP were accepted via an on-line survey (www.CAMPOTexas.org), regular mail or
email (dan.dargevics@CAMPOTexas.org). The comment period remained open until the
close of the public hearing on July 12t, At the close of the public comment period,
CAMPO had received 60 comments:

e Four comments supported all of the projects listed in the FY 2011 — 2014 Transi-

tional TIP.

e 56 were against some or all of the projects.
For details on the comments by individual project, please see Attachment B. Staff also
received an additional 21 written comments about the FY 2011 — 2014 Transitional TIP.
The topics of the written comments included support for construction of SH 45 (SW), sup-
port for bicycle /pedestrian projects, comments against toll roads and overall advice for
CAMPO. The written comments can be found in Attachment C.

Since presentation of the draft Transitional TIP to the Policy Board on June 14", staff has
received public comments from two agencies: Capital Metro submitted 16 projects for
inclusion in the Transitional TIP and TxDOT, with input from FHWA, submitted comments on
the phasing, project descriptions and funding levels. The requested amendments were
also the subject of a July 12% Public Hearing.

It is important to note that because the draft FY 2011 — 2014 Transitional TIP has already
been submitted to TxDOT, if any change is made to the attached document, no pro-
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jects in the transitional TIP (including grouped projects) could receive federal funds
and no federal action (e.g., environmental clearance) could be taken on any project
included in the transitional TIP.

RECOMMENDATION

The TAC and staff recommend the Transportation Policy Board approve the FY 2011 —
2014 Transitional TIP, as presented, and authorize the Chair to sign a resolution acknowl-
edging approval.
